in addition to water service transfers, replacement of lead and galvanized water
services from the water main to the water meter inside the home per EGLE’s
current Lead and Copper Rule, pavement, driveway and sidewalk restoration
and sod restoration.

In addition, is the replacement of lead and galvanized water services located
along Tuscany Avenue from Toepfer to 9 Mile Road.
